MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minute of the previous meeting was read and its acceptance was proposed by Mr T Woodford and seconded by Mrs C Havrenek.
POLICE & FIRE
The police were not represented at the meeting. P Henderson reported that he had recently spoken to an officer at Longforgan and that he had no reports of any serious incidents within our area.Residents of Abernyte have reported that vehicles are continuing to speed past the area of the school. P. Henderson will pass this on to the Police for their attention.  
TREASURER
The treasurer reported that we had received a grant of £350 from the council instead of the normal £300 bringing our funds to £670 in the Treasurers Account and our Special Project Account stands at £132.75 It was decided to defer our decision regarding the Community Council donation towards the cost of producing the News Letter until the next meting.
INCHTURE FUND
Ms L McFarlane reported that a public meeting had been held 11th May 09 at the Inchture Hotel and that a presentation had been given to the public and invited groups from the village to promote the fund. The panel had not yet made any funding decisions as yet but an application was now in the hands of PQLT and if it meets the criteria will be forwarded to the panel in due course. 
 PLANNING
Mr G Ward could not attend the meeting but submitted his report on the following maters. The borrow pits at Rait. The banking area has been planted on the East boundary. The forming of a ditch and hedge planting on the South boundary is to be confirmed via Paul Kettles of PKC.  
Valleyfield Farm. Correspondence with Mr Bean of PKC is ongoing at this time regarding the technicalities of planning matters on this site, but some action regarding the illuminated signage and screening of the development could see action by the council. 
Ballindean Development. Residents of Ballindean are being sounded out on the development of around 30 houses at Ballindean. No plan has been submitted at this time but the Community Council will continue to monitor this situation as it would have significant impact on this small hamlet. 

Rait Members of the public raised concerns regarding the proposal to build up to 6 new houses in the village and reported that plans had been submitted as planning notification had been given out to residents.               

ROADS AND TRANSPORT
Various roads around Inchture village have seen repairs carried out over the last month.
TWINNING
The recent visit to Inchture area of 45 children from Fleac went very well. The children enjoyed a Disco at Inchture and a BBQ held in Abernyte. 

EDUCATION
It was recently reported that Abernyte School will open after the summer break with two teaching staff. 
PARKS & LEISURE and TREES & THE ENVIRONMENT
Abernyte School were to be congratulated on achieving The Woodland Trust Gold Award that was presented to them at the school by Roseanna Cunningham.

SOCIAL WORK
A letter and poster was received from Enquire. This is an independent advice service for additional support for learning. It was agreed to put the poster on the notice board at Inchture. 

AOCB
P Henderson had contacted Brenda Lackie of P&K Council regarding the new proposed Model Scheme for Community Councils. Her response had indicated that P&K Council were to considering the new scheme at the next council meeting at the end of June. We would not be obliged to implement it before any decision by the Council, however it would be good practice to discus the various new proposals as a Community Council.
The Community Council received a letter from P&K Heritage Trust informing us of a project that they are promoting. Bridging Perthshire’s Past This project focuses on 18th century roads and bridges and deals with conservation and outreach training.
