MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minute of the previous meeting was read and its acceptance was proposed by Mr A Muirhead and seconded by Mr T Woodford.

POLICE & FIRE
PC Boath reported that there was nothing to report from Inchture. There had been several incidents of theft of scrap metal in the Carse, this was due to the increase in the price of scrap metal. Once again the police advised that if anyone was suspicious about anything or anyone do not hesitate to contact them.
TREASURER
The funds currently stand at £510.48. The Special Project Fund has a balance of £132.57
Anyone with expenses should hand them into the treasurer in the next 2 weeks in order for the accounts to be completed in time for the AGM in May.

INCHTURE COMMUNITY FUND PANEL
Two meetings of the panel have been held to date. The process for applying for an award has been agreed as has a set of guidelines. A folder with all minutes, forms, guidelines etc is to be placed in the Post Office, Village Hall, Village Shop and Hotel. A notice will be displayed on the notice board at the village hall each time anything is added to the folder. A meeting is to be held on 16th March with an IFA to discuss investment strategy. No decision has been made regarding this but it was felt that if a suggestion was received which would use up all of the money it should not be ruled out. A letter was sent to the village newsletter to inform the community of the current position.
RECYCLING
The reason why cardboard was not allowed into the paper bins in the rural areas is that a different collection vehicle is used and the collection is dealt with at a different recycling centre. Thanks were expressed to Cllr Roberts for the yellow bins for tins at Abernyte.
 PLANNING
The borrow pits at Rait:-. Things have moved forward since P Kettles was given responsibilty, there is now a proposed planting scheme with a variety of plants in the middle and a hedge round the sides. A ditch is to go at the front of the site to prevent flooding but there is to be no land forming. There is also to be pumped drainage to prevent flooding at the cottages. Concern was expressed regarding who was to be responsible for the upkeep of the pump.
Valleyfield:- This is also being looked after by P Kettles, G Ward has informed him that HGV parking is in breach of planning consent. There was a report of an illuminated sign from a Renault Workshop which appears to be the cause of the HGV’s.
Bus Stop:- G Ward has been in touch with Murray Fraser (BEAR Scotland) who informed him that the bus stop is to be moved to the old slip road out of the east end of the village. It is also planned to replace both bus shelters and illuminate them.
The Structure Plan is out for consultation. This is merely in terms of the total number of new houses in the whole of P&K. Our area is included in with Perth city. The local plan is still on ice.
G Ward is to attend a Planning Aid Meeting in Dunblane on 17th March

ROADS AND TRANSPORT
Core Paths Programme – The Community Council response has been submitted and a letter of acknowledgement has been received. A period of 2 months will now allow the submissions to be considered. Concerns were expressed at a recent meeting of COG Group that there is an obstruction to the core path which runs down into the Muir Homes estate through the Mains of Inchture. D Henderson is to investigate. The connection between the play area at Colonsay to this core path has never been installed, again D Henderson will investigate. No update as D Henderson not present.
The B953 from the Inchture flyover to The Horseshoe Café is in need of repair. This is to be included in the works programme for 2009/2010 and temporary repairs are on-going to keep this road safe.

T Woodford has asked P&K Council if the gullys at Kinnaird can be cleared to assist with the problem of surface water flowing down the brae at Woodlands

No response received to the street lighting situation in Abernyte.

Lighting on the flyover at Inchcoonans:- No council maintained street lighting has been removed. Any lights removed would have been on the slip road which is maintained by BEAR. The work at Longforgan was on a straight one for one replacement.
30MPH speed limit for Kilspindie:- The reason for the request being declined was not due to a lack of street lighting but to Kilspindie not satisfying the criteria for length of settlement or density of development.

 TWINNING
Avenue de Fleac – A suggestion was made that the car park next to the school be re-named. It was unclear what the reaction of the residents of Fleac would be to this. A taste of Scotland evening was held on Saturday 28th February and was a great success. Hosts are needed for the visit in May.
