MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

The minute of the previous meeting was read and its acceptance was proposed by Mrs C Havranek and seconded by Mr D Henderson.

POLICE & FIRE

PC Brian Simpson attended the meeting. As usual there was very little to report. There was a small problem with some youths on Halloween which was quickly dealt with. There is an on-going problem with the theft of diesel from various farms in the area, the police advised that if anyone was suspicious about anything or anyone do not hesitate to contact them especially in light of the darker nights. He also advised that there is now a Mobile Community Police Van, it’s next visit to Inchture will be on 14th December at 11.00. It will be parked at the hotel. It was asked if any speed monitoring had taken place at Abernyte School during the 20mph times. PC Simpson will try to organise this with the Road Traffic Dept.
TREASURER

The funds currently stand at £581.55 The Special Project Fund has a balance of £132.80. As reported previously the charge for use of a school for meetings has been increased, the charge to the council for all our meetings this year will be £70.
CHANGES TO MEMBERSHIP

The chairman informed the meeting of Mr George Ward’s resignation from the council. A letter from Mr Ward suggesting possible changes to applications where no neighbour notification is required. The Chairman also read a statement regarding the previous CC meeting held in Abernyte. He made it clear that any actions carried out by Mr Ward were done so in line with Council policy and emphasised that at no time was Mr Ward acting as an individual. He thanked Mr Ward for his dedicated service to the community during his 5 years as a community councillor. The full statement can be read on The Abernyte website.
A new group “Braes of the Carse Conservation Group” has been set up and it has been agreed that this group will work alongside the Community Council to monitor planning matters on the north side of the A90. A member of the group Mr Nick Guest was co-opted onto the Community Council, proposed by Mr T Woodford and seconded by Mrs C Allan.

Nick Guest gave a brief outline of the groups aims and stated that in his absence another member of the group would attend Council meetings.

INCHTURE COMMUNITY FUND PANEL
2 applications have been approved. One from Inchture Bowling Club for improved disabled access to the bowling green and also to improve the banking round the green. One from Inchture Playgroup for shelving and toys. Full details are available from the Fund Panel website, www.inchture.com/communityfund.html 
An application has also been agreed in principle to create a Multi Sport Games Area. A group has been set-up to organise this. Any progress will be reported at the next meeting.
PLANNING

An application has been lodged to add an extension to the house next to the Post Office in the Main Street in Inchture, there are no unforeseen problems with this.

The prospect of ribbon development at Abernyte was raised. A poll was undertaken by The Abernyte website and over 83% of those responding were against further development. The number of people completing the poll is not stated. It was brought to the attention of the council that P&K council had written to landowners throughout the area to ask if they had any land which was available for development. Cllr Roberts is to investigate this. It was agreed that all correspondence relating to this and also to development in Abernyte be passed to N Guest who will pass onto the “Braes” group for their consideration.

The architect for Mr R Morgan has signed up final year students at Duncan of Jordanstone to consider the viability of developments in Rait and Ballindean. It was felt that this was an extremely inflammatory act considering the views of the local community and both Nick Guest and Derek Henderson will write to The Dean of the Faculty to express the view of the council.
The borrow pits at Rait:-. Drainage offsets will be cut and cleaned by 30th November.

TWINNING

The Twinning Association has started planning for a visit to Scotland from families in Fléac next year.  It will take place between 26 and 31 August.  Under the theme of ‘Highland Heritage’, the programme will include a visit to the Scottish Parliament and a historical city tour of Edinburgh, Highland Games at Birnam, followed next day by less formal Franco-Scottish Highland Games at Abernyte and a Highland ceilidh.  On Monday there will be an EU debate at Perth City Chambers, a visit to Scone Palace and a ceremony in Inchture to unveil the new signpost.  Bookings for places open in Fléac early next year.  We have asked that the maximum number of visitors should not exceed 60.  Organising an ambitious programme for visitors and local hosts will be expensive and we estimate that the costs, which include coach hires, hall lets, catering and entrance fees, could amount to £6000.  In anticipation of this expenditure the IATA committee has submitted a bid to the Education, Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency under the EU Town Twinning Programme.  This document outlines the programme and highlights the success of both our communities in organising previous visits, and our long experience of promoting social and cultural exchange during the 16 years since we signed the twinning charters.  Both Inchture Area Twinning Association and the Fléac Comité de Jumelage have always enjoyed the support of local government, which plays an important part in fostering such twinning arrangements.  If we are to succeed with our bid, it will be essential to publicise the event widely through information in our local newsletters and on community websites, and to ‘flag up’ the visit in the local press.

This report to the Community Council is the first step in this publicity.
